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Frequently Asked Questions

· How often are grants awarded?

Grants are awarded twice a year in April and October.  Grant recipients will be notified by telephone and/or mail.

· What are the deadlines for grant applications?

Applications for April are due by February 15th.  Applications for October are due by August 15th. 

· Who can apply?

Anyone who meets the following requirements:

· You must be a US Citizen residing in a New England state ( CT, MA, ME, NH, RI, VT).

· Applicants must be working with a licensed adoption agency whose office is based in a New England state (CT, MA, ME, NH, RI, VT).  You will be asked to provide all agency contact information.  

· Total gross annual income of applicant(s) must be less than $70,000, as reported in the home study.

· Total assets of applicant(s) must be less than $250,000 (excluding equity in primary residence and federal income tax qualified retirement accounts) as reported in the home study.

· You must be able to provide an approved home study while demonstrating that you need financial assistance with your adoption expenses.  

· How often can families apply?

Families can apply for a Good Morning Adoption Fund (GMAF) grant twice a year.  For example, if you apply for the grants we award in April and are not among the families selected, you may reapply for the grant we award in October.  You must still be in the adoption process to apply.  Only one grant is awarded per adoption event.  

· Does it matter what kind of adoption program we are using?

Yes, our grants are to be used for domestic or international adoptions that are facilitated by a licensed adoption agency. 

· Can we/I apply if we already have children?

Yes.

· What are the amounts of the grants?

$2,500 or $5,000 depending on individual situations.

· How do we/I receive the grant if we are awarded one?

A check for the grant money will be made payable to your service provider.  The first half of the grant money will be presented when the family has been selected to receive a grant and the remainder upon finalization of the adoption.  Depending on the location of your adoption agency, a GMAF board member may present the grant to you and your service provider in person.  

· At what point in the adoption process should I apply for a GMAF grant?

You may apply at any point in the process as long as you have a completed home study.  However, GMAF grants are intended for current adoptions.  Grants will be made payable directly to your service providers and are not intended to reimburse past expenses or previously completed adoptions. 

· What services does the GMAF provide besides financial assistances grants?

Currently we only provide financial assistance for adoptions.  However, our organization also works to raise awareness for the societal need and value of adoption.  

· How does the submission and review process work?

The application is available only on our authorized web site (www.goodmorningadoptionfund.com).  Every section, in addition to the supplemental documentation must be completed and returned to us by the deadlines specified on the application.  The grant selection committee will meet and review the completed applications.  The committee will then make their recommendations to the GMAF board based on all of the information provided and on the funds available at that point in time.  The GMAF board makes the final grant award decisions.  

· What if I have already received a grant from another organization?

You are still eligible to apply for our grant, however you must explain all of the specifics in our GMAF grant application.
